Clearview was founded in 1946 by William “Bill” Powell, a World War II Veteran. Bill encountered 
racial discrimination on the golf course after his return from the war and because of this he decided to 
build his own course, and thus the idea of Clearview - “America’s Course” - was established. Bill, with 
the help of his wife Marcella, carved 9 holes out of the farmland in East Canton, all while working as a 
security guard at night. Bill did not have the traditional golf maintenance equipment, so instead he 
walked the fairways himself with a hand seeder to plant the grass and mowed the greens with a walk-
behind mower. Additionally, he used an Army Jeep to pull gang mowers. The course opened to the 
public in 1948, and in 1978 it was expanded to 18 holes. You can still see the Army Jeep and the 
walk-behind mower in the archives of Clearview today.  
 
The only course designed, built, owned and operated by an African American, Clearview was named 
a National Historic Site by the U.S. Department of the Interior in 2001. That same year, the Clearview 
Legacy Foundation for Education, Preservation, and Turf Grass Research, a 501(c)(3) tax exempt 
foundation, was formed. 
 
The Black College Football Hall of Fame Classic is centered around celebrating the pioneers who 
helped pave a way for young African Americans to play collegiate football. Playing the annual golf 
classic at Clearview, a course founded on the same belief of racial equality, will not only sentiment, 
but further the vision that the Black College Football Hall of Fame Classic was founded upon.
