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Methods/Procedures:

Prior to Program

e As a beginning activity, students will be asked to list the areas where women today
have a presence in the NFL based on their present knowledge. They will list the
categories and names of participants if they know them.

During the Program
e Students will watch the presentation and make a list of the women involved and the
areas in which they participate.

After the Program

e Students will use the internet for research on one of the categories and then choose
a woman who they wish to know more about. Valuable information can be found on
these reputable sites: NFL.com and ProFootball[HOF.com.
